


MICHAEL IGNATIEFF, Carr
Professor of Human Rights Practice, is
the Director of the Carr Center of
Human Rights Policy at the John F.
Kennedy School of Government at
Harvard University. His academic
publications include Wealth and
Virtue: The Shaping of Political 

Economy in the Scottish Enlightenment;
The Needs of Strangers: An Essay on
the Philosophy of Human Needs; The
Warrior’s Honor: Ethnic War and the
Modern Conscience; Virtual War:
Kosovo and Beyond; The Rights
Revolution; Human Rights as Politics
and Idolatry; and Isaiah Berlin: A Life.
His nonacademic work includes The

Russian Album, A Family Memoir,
which won Canada’s Governor
General Award and the Heinemann
Prize of Britain’s Royal Society of
Literature in 1988, and Scar Tissue,
short-listed for the Booker Prize in
1993. Ignatieff holds a PhD in history
from Harvard University.
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
